greater risks than other firms But successful people
often turn out to have strong marital relationships
When you re m a relationship, you re no longer just
two individuals, you re this entity The more solid the
entity, the greater your advantage.
But what isn't obvious is the extent to which so many
people are parts of teams, in a sense - two-person
teams that are based outside the office Any particular
colleague or boss or direct report might be supported
by a truly conscientious spouse, someone who
willingly — even joyfully - takes care of details that
would otherwise become headaches and interfere with
work For that matter, any particular colleague or boss
or report might be hampered by a spousal
relationship that s a couple of standard deviations
below the mean, as they say.
