What is Agni path Scheme? 
 
The Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Narendra Modi on 14th June 2022 approved the transformative Agni path scheme for the recruitment of youth in the 
Indian Armed Forces who after induction will be referred to as Agni veers. The Agni path Scheme is a major defence policy reform in the Human Resource Policy of the 
Army, Navy, and Air Force. 

Air Force Agniveer Eligibility 2024  

Eligibility for the IAF Agni veer Vayu 01/2025 are as follows in terms of educational qualification, age limit and physical details. 

Education Qualification 

 For Science Subjects 
 Candidates must have received at least 50% of their total points in mathematics, physics, and English in the Intermediate/10+2/Equivalent test, as well as 50% 

of their points in English. 
 Finished a three-year engineering diploma program successfully, receiving 50% of the possible points overall and 50% in English. 
 Completed a two-year vocational program in maths and physics with 50% of the total points earned going toward English, or intermediate/matriculation if 

English is not part of the curriculum. 
 Non-Science Subjects 
 10+2 Intermediate with at least 50% aggregate and 50% English marks.  
 A two-year vocational program with a minimum of 50% aggregate and 50% English marks. 

 
 
 
 



 
 
Age Limit  

 Only Indian citizens who are single men and women are eligible to apply for Air Force Recruitment 2024. 
 Candidates can apply for the Indian Air Force Agniveer Vayu program if they are between the ages of 17.5 and 21. 
 

Indian Air Force Agni path Exam Pattern 2024 

The Indian Air Force Exam Pattern 2024 for the online test has been divided into three parts- 

1. For candidates with Science Subjects- The total duration of the online test shall be 60 minutes and shall comprise English, Physics, and Mathematics as per 
the 10+2 CBSE syllabus. 

2. For candidates with Other Than Science Subjects. The total duration of the online test shall be 45 minutes and shall comprise English as per the 10+2 CBSE 
syllabus and Reasoning & General Awareness (RAGA). 

3. For candidates with Science Subjects & Other Than Science Subjects. The total duration of the online test shall be 85 minutes and shall comprise English, 
Physics, and Mathematics as per the 10+2 CBSE syllabus and Reasoning & General Awareness (RAGA).

Indian Air Force Adaptability Test I & II 

Adaptability Test- I- All candidates who pass the Physical Fitness Test (PFT) shall have to undertake Adaptability Test-I (objective type written test) which is to assess 

the suitability of a candidate for employment in the IAF which involves deployment in varied geographic terrain, weather and operational conditions.  

Adaptability Test- II- All candidates who pass Adaptability Test-I shall have to undertake Adaptability Test-II as per policy in vogue. Adaptability Test-II is to select 

candidates who can adapt to the environment of the Indian Air Force and are able to adjust to the military way of life.
